2.	� When employees engage politically, they 
often become more well-rounded citizens with 
a keener grasp of the context in which your 
company operates.

3.	� Demonstrate that your business is socially 
responsible.

4.	� Encouraging your employees to vote fulfills your 
civic obligation. 

5.	� Use Election Day as a reminder of the 
importance of serving our communities.
